Arts in Education – Get the Scoop on Dodgen Night
· “Get the Scoop on Dodgen Night” (usually the last Tuesday in February) is an evening of music and arts showcasing the talents of our students.  A PTSA general meeting is held as part of this evening.

· For the reception, coordinate an ice cream social.  Ask Dads to be the scoopers.  Organize volunteers and purchase (or arrange for volunteers to make/bring) all required items.  
· Invite current fifth graders from all feeder schools.  

· A Priority Report will be written for this committee by the oversight officer – due February.

Community Outreach

· Reach out to our community providing goods and services through service projects and drives using students and families  
· Work, through Awareness Club, to provide goods and services to the community as needed
· Lost and Found:
· Organize and display lost items for retrieval

· Publicize retrieval deadlines

· Donate unclaimed lost items to appropriate charitable organizations or schools

Copy Crew

· Organize volunteers to copy projects needed by teachers, staff and PTSA executive board.
· Volunteers make photocopies as requested; training is provided (twice a month commitment)
· Copies made for the PTSA should be logged in the black notebook.
Dances
Plan and put on Dodgen student dances, which are:

· One 6th grade dance

· One 7th grade dance

· 8th grade dance is hosted by a different committee – the 8th grade dance committee

Directory

· Collect and verify student and parents names and contact information via PTSA Order form and other methods

· Edit information

· Have directories printed

· Pre-sell directories at Panther Day

· Distribute directories to students (directory is completed in the fall ASAP)

· Follow through with sales of directory through school store

Eighth Grade Party (co-chair needed)
· Lead the committee that will plan and implement the end-of-the-year 8th grade party 

· Make special invitations

Please note:

· This event is an 8th grade party not a prom/formal, keep it age appropriate

· Adhere to and assist in enforcing Cobb County Schools and Dodgen dress code (refer to the agenda).  No formals or tuxedos.  No thin strapped or strapless dresses.  Street length dresses are suggested.  Tie optional for boys.  Church clothes are appropriate.

· Students should not leave school early to prepare for the party.  Early dismissal for party preparation is not an excused absence.  Students who do not attend school that day cannot attend the party.

· Families do not need to make large expenditures for preparation, hairstyling, nails, clothing, transportation or photos.

· Both students and parents are responsible to see that the students dress appropriately.  The dress code will be enforced the same as during school hours.  Students will not be permitted in the party dressed inappropriately.

Environmental/Recycling 

· Help beautify and improve school grounds, assist with monthly meetings, and help with Dodgen student environmental education.
