Dodgen MS PTSA General Session Minutes

Attendance:  A quorum was present.

Welcome:  Lynne Murphy thanked everyone for coming.  She also thanked the many volunteers who had provided the Welcome Back Breakfast, worked Panther Day, and worked the front office.  Lynne also noted that dinner had been provided for the teachers and administration on the days of Open House.  Lynne reported the resignation of Libby Patton as co-president; Libby’s family has relocated to San Antonio.
Introductions:  Lynne introduced the Executive Committee: Maureen Bramblett, secretary; Ann Kriscovich, treasurer; Marge Cavitt, vice-president; Annette Lege, vice-president; Jacqui Willey, vice-president; Susan Sanders, vice-president.  Lynne then introduced Robin Lattizori, Dodgen’s new principal.  Robin greeted everyone and introduced her staff:  Coach Phil Wilkes, assistant principal; Wanda Dukes, assistant administrator; Debby Wilson, assistant administrator.  Robin thanked the PTSA and the parents for their support. 
Minutes:  Maureen stated that the minutes had been posted and asked for any corrections or additions.  There were none.  Maureen made a motion to accept the minutes as posted.  There was a second and it was unanimously approved by the General Session.

Treasurer’s Report:  Ann Kriscovich stated that the June 30th Annual Financial Report had been completed.  The audit for the previous fiscal year had also been completed, and the books were found to be correct and in good order.  Ann motioned to adopt the audit report and file it with the permanent records.  It was seconded and unanimously approved by the General Session.  

Ann then presented the proposed budget for the current school year.  Ann noted that this budget had already been reviewed and approved by the Dodgen PTSA Board of Directors, and it was now being presented to the General Session.  Ann motioned for this budget to be adopted as presented.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved by the General Session.

Ann then reported that the current fiscal year began with a reconciled balance of $13,023.95.  Deposits have been made in the amount of $51,405.00 and expenditures of ($1,055.42) for a current balance of $63,373.53.  Ann asked if there were any questions; there were none.  Ann encouraged members to inquire about matching gift programs with their employers.  
PTSA Involvement:  Lynne Murphy encouraged everyone to join the PTSA and visit the website for a list of member benefits.  Lynne noted that PTSA order forms are available and they include the order for directory, calendar, and membership.  The top portion of the order form must be filled out to be included in the directory.  The forms should be turned in tonight or put in the white PTSA box near the front office.  Lynne reminded everyone that PTSA does not do fundraisers; PTSA asks for any donation to help fund the PTSA programs.  Currently the PTSA is seeking volunteer chairs for directory and community outreach.  General volunteers can indicate areas of interest on the website.
Lynne reported that in Sept. the Dodgen Dateline newsletter would be mailed out to every student’s home; there will be four more newsletters this year.  The newsletter is also posted on the website.  Lynne reminded everyone that the PTSA website is also where you need to sign up for e-messages; it is a self-subscribe format. E-messages go out on Sundays and Wednesdays unless immediate release is needed.
