Each week, a small group of parents (space is limited to 20) watch a DVD presentation and hold discussions with a trained facilitator.  Some of the topics discussed will be putting yourself in the way of our toxic culture; signs and symptoms of a healthy and unhealthy child; children are not adults and why schools cannot raise children; 11 ways to raise a toxic child; managing the internet; and drugs and alcohol.  
The program is free, but materials are $17 per parent/couple and include a book and set of CD’s to keep.  You must be registered to participate; no drop-ins.  Attending each session is important to the program’s success.
