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Eighth Grade Testing

The Cognitive Abilities Test (CoGAt) will be administered
to students in eighth grade on September 26 - 27. This
test measures student performance on abilities related to
success in school subjects.

Students in eighth grade will also take the lowa Tests of
Basic Skills (ITBS) on October 1-5. These tests measure
student achievement in reading, language art,
mathematics, science and social studies.

All tests are multiple-choice tests and will provide both the
school and parents with important information about
specific strengths and weaknesses of students in the
content areas tested. As always, test scores are only one
measure of what and how well students are learning.

It is important for your child to be at school on time the
days when testing occurs. Testing will begin in our
school promptly at 9:15 am. Students will not be
allowed to enter the testing room once testing has begun.

Students usually perform best when they take the test in
a familiar environment. If students are absent or tardy,
make-up sessions may be administered by the counselor
JE }183Z E ES3](] % Ee-}vv o AZ} u C
teacher.
